4. You must not get upset after a goal is conceded, or if you are substituted, or when a game is lost.

5. You must not blame, criticise or argue with players, officials or spectators from your own team



	

	Behaviour which is encouraged:

1. Spectators and managers are to set a good example to the children in terms of conduct, attitude and appreciation of good sportsmanship.

2. Spectators and managers are to always demonstrate their appreciation of good football and sportsmanship displayed by both their own team and the opposition.

3. Spectators, managers and players to congratulate their team on their performance and to part in a friendly manner.
4. At the eng of each game, all players to say, enthusiastically, “Three cheers …!” etc. and to shake hands saying “Well played ...!” etc. to each player of the opposition. Managers to congratulate, in a friendly manner, their counterparts, the match officials and everybody taking part.

5. Spectators and parents to actively encourage and support our own players but not to get involved in any action which undermines the authority and roles of the managers and coaches.

6. Spectators, managers and players to ignore and bad behaviour or displays of bad sportsmanship by the opposition.
